The third angel

* So now we have the third angel with it’s message to the world.
* Notice how these angel follow in a progression.
* The gospel of judgement Choose the CREATOR
* The result of choosing a fallen Babylon
* The result of choosing the Beast

* The third angel says if you...
* Worship the beast
* His image
* Receive his mark
* You WILL receive the wrath of God.



The wrath of God

*Divine Judgment — God's wrath is often associated with judgment against nations or individuals who
persist in sin (e.g., the Flood in Genesis, the destruction of Sodom and Gomorrah in Genesis 19).

A Future Event — The Bible speaks of a coming "Day of the Lord" where God's wrath will be poured out in
final judgment (e.g., Revelation 14:19-20, 16:1).

*Wrath and Mercy — While God's wrath is real, so is His mercy. The Bible teaches that Jesus’ sacrifice on
the cross offers salvation from God’s wrath to those who repent and believe (Romans 5:9).

*Wrath as a Consequence — Sometimes, God's wrath is described as allowing people to suffer the
consequences of their own choices (Romans 1:18-32).



As In the days of
Noah.

* This verse has more and more
meaning as we go through Revelation.

* Afewthings to note

* They were NOT expecting the LORD
* Satan had corrupted MOST

* Matt 24:37-39

* |Infact Matt 24, Luke 21 and 17, Mark
13




Side note to the story of the two...

 Let read Revelation 19:15-18

* Now read Luke 17:22-37

* Note vs 24 His day (revelation 19)
» 25, but before these things must happen, Jews rejection
* 26, than as the days of Noah

* Note Noah enter the ark, then 7 days later it started to rain and rained for
40 day Gen 6:10-12.

* When you look at the day of Noah the key take away is

* Theydrank, married, and carried on with no concern while he was building and
testifying about the coming judgement.

* Then Noah was locked in and the flood (wrath) came.



* Luke goes on to say likewise LOT

Given to eating and drinking

Buying and selling

Planting and building

Until Lot was taken out and fire fell from the sky.

* The pointis only the Godly were watching for God

This point is proven with he two and one taken example.

The main pointis judgement

So why do people think this is rapture when it is not.

The point is the thief comes upon those who are not watching

In fact, Luke tells us who they are and where they are taken vs 37!
The vultures will be gathered together

Revelation 19:17-18

SIDE NOTE:

This example in Matt 24:39 is about judgement not rapture.

The unknow day or hour used in Luke and Matt is about it is unknown to the
WORLD unto judgement.

The term LORD (Matt 24:42) here is under a judge (Phil 2:10-11)
Side note Matt 24:42 links to 25:11-13)



Matt 25

* THEN shall come the kingdom of HEAVEN

* The kingdom of heaven is the 1000 year reign of Christ on Earth.
* This kingdom is “like”

* Virgins

* Aman traveling.

* Thenvs 30 they are cast out to gnashing of teeth.

* Note this is the marriage of the Lamb in 21
* The kingdom of heaven is pre-marriage!
* The marriage happen is Revelation ch 21:9

VS 12

* Here is the patience (endurance or waiting)

* Note the structure:
* Vs 12 says here is the endurance
* Of those who keep the commandments and faith of Jesus
* Remember who he is talking to the believing Jews that are going through
this. (Matt 24:15-20)
* Now a voice comes and tells us what the endurance is

* Blessed are those who die in the Lord

* When you die you die into something
* You are eternal.

* The phone weights X amount can you weight the software in the Phone?



Your Spirit, Heart and Soul is software in the physical body.

If you are a believer when you die this software dies into the LORD.

* To sum it up the endurance of the Lord is waiting to die into the LORD and believing you will.
e They will rest from their labors and NOTE THEIR WORKS WILL FOLLOW THEM.

Now the contrast.
Vs 14

* Jesus coming on the cloud.
* And judging the earth.
* Harvest means to separate the wheat from the tares (Matt 13:24-30)

* Note kingdom of heaven again. | would say this is all leading into the kingdom of heaven.
Gather together to put them into My barn.

* VS 15-20

The reaping.
* 600 furlongs = 200 miles.
